OPEN FORUM


Shropshire Local Plan – Partial Plan Review
Four residents were present to register their concerns about the review 


recommendations for Alveley.  A resident of Maple Crescent objected to the 
proposal to remove adjacent land from the green belt.  She wanted to see suitable 
landscaping as part of any development to minimise intrusion for existing residents.  
The Chairman noted that this was a matter for discussion between potential 

developers and local planners at a later stage.
Another resident complained that there was no mention by Shropshire Council of the Central Garage site and questioned the target for new housing.  He regretted the ‘divide and rule’ nature of the proposals.  His comments were noted.

TO CONSIDER PARISH MATTERS 

The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to allow Cllr. Mrs. Woodward to 
contribute.
1. Highways - condition of road surfaces – there were no written reports.
Cllr. Voysey reported an increase in dog fouling in Alveley, a problem also experienced by other Councillors.  Cllr. Mrs. Woodward volunteered to put up warning notices around the Village.

Cllr. Voysey also drew attention to faded white lines on the road at Turley Green, the state of the hedge in Greenway Avenue, and casual water running down the road in Romsley View.  The Chairman referred to the surface water problems at either end of Daddlebrook Road, noting that one end had been dealt with while the other end seemed to be deteriorating.  Cllr. Mrs. Woodward confirmed that Shropshire Council and Severn Trent were continuing to monitor the situation.

The Vice-chairman noted the continuing problem with potholes and worn guttering along Cooks Cross, and also reported that the street nameplates at either end of Maple Crescent are faded and illegible.  It was agreed that this is a wider problem and, after discussion, Cllr. Mrs. Woodward undertook to refer the matter to Highways and, if necessary, to explore the possibility of the Parish Council Taking on the task of renovating or repairing street nameplates.
2. Public rights of way.
Cllr. Thompson reported that By-way 54 from Dog-Kennel Lane, which was closed 10 years ago because of foul-water contamination, has now been cleared and reopened.  He also reported a productive meeting with the landowner regarding the blockage of Footpath 51 (from Bridge Road to the Cleckers).  Access into the Cleckars field is still a problem which is being followed up.  Cllr. Thompson also advised that he is working to install more finger posts around the village, in consultation with Shropshire Outdoor Partnerships.  Lastly, he confirmed that there has been no progress with the Lake House project.
3. Environmental matters – none.

Romsley Matters – Cllr. Mrs. Potter reported that erection of the Air Band mast for broad band at Pool House Farm has been completed but the mast is not yet operational; it is expected to go live in March 2019.

Matters brought to the attention of the Council not requiring a decision – the Chairman reported that Rev. Neil Dunlop, the Rector of St. Mary’s Alveley and St. Andrews Quatt, will be leaving his post, probably in May.
